· Average annual turnover of at least USD 700,000 equivalent for each of the last three years;
· During the past five (5) years, the Bidder must have completed at least three (3) successful contracts similar and of a comparable scale with the characteristic and technical specifications provided in the Technical Specification Section of this Bidding Document.

Bids will be opened in the presence of the bidders’ representatives who choose to attend in person at the address below at 13.00, on 25 May 2018.
